Broughton has been asked to honor one senior as DAB [Daughters of the American Revolution] Good Citizen. The 
student is then eligible, if he/she wishes, to enter the DAR Good Citizens scholarship contest. Each state winner 
receives a $250 award, eight national winners receive $500, and two national winners will be invited to 
Washington, DC to attend Continental Congress and will be awarded $5,000 scholarships. If interested in being 
considered, see Mr. Rudder in the Guidance Resource Center.   

The National Security Language Initiative For Youth Scholarships To Study Language Abroad provides merit-based 
scholarships for high school students and recent high school graduates to learn other languages through overseas immersion 
programs. Eligible students who earn the scholarship will learn less commonly taught languages and cultures. Candidates must 
have a GPA of 2.5 or above. They must have a desire to learn Arabic, Chinese, Hindi, Korean, Persian, Russian, or Turkish. 
Eligible students may study abroad at one of the following locations: China, Estonia, India, Jordan, Korea, Latvia, Moldova, 
Morocco, Russia, Taiwan, Tajikistan, Turkey and other locations. Interns stay with host families and also enjoy cultural 
excursions. This scholarship is for students who are passionate about learning foreign languages and culture. The program is 
designed to foster more interest among American youth that will lead to a lifetime of interest in foreign languages and cultures. 
The deadline for this scholarship is October 27, 2016, and the award amount VARIES. For more details, visit 
www.nsliforyouth.org/.

The Drivers Education program is offered at Broughton during the school year after school. Beginning in October, 
there is a class every month. Classes meet for 10 days after school from 2:25-5:25pm. Students must be at least 14 
½ by the first day of class. There is a required $65 fee that must be paid by the first day of class. Parents may go 
on-line at Jordandriving.com to print off a registration form or pick one up outside Room 1215. Completed 
registration forms should be returned to Beth Parson via email [Eparsons@wcpss.net], at the front desk in the 
main office or to Room 1215. Once notified of a class assignment, go to Jordandriving.com, find BROUGHTON, 
CLICK ON THE CLASS DATE AND PAY FOR THE CLASS. Classes may also be paid for with money orders/cashier’s 
check [made out to Jordan Driving School] or cash [paid directly to Beth Parsons]. Personal checks are not 
accepted. Once the classroom portion of Drivers Ed is completed, parents will be contacted by the driving 
instructor to schedule the driving portion. The $65 fee includes both classroom and behind-the-wheel instruction. 
The whole process usually takes about 3-4 months to complete so plan accordingly.  

Remember that the college reps visiting Broughton are usually the ones who will be processing your applications 
and reading your essays. Take advantage of these visits and sign up in the Guidance Resource Center [[Room 
1209] to meet with them.  It does mean that you will be missing some class time [never an entire period] so be 
selective! If you can’t attend because of a scheduled test or lab, see Mr. Rudder afterwards to get copies of the 
handouts.  

Don’t let test fees hold you back from taking the SAT/ACT or applying to college. Fee waivers are available to 
students for whom payment of SAT & ACT fees may be a barrier to testing and applying for college. Check with 
Dean Sauls in Student Services to see if you qualify.

SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITIES FOR UNDERCLASSMEN 
 

College Jump Start Scholarship is held every year for high school students in grades 10 - 12, current college 
students, and non-traditional students. The scholarship can be used at any college the student wishes to attend. 
Eligibility requirements are for students to be planning to attend or currently attending a U.S., accredited 2-year, 4-
year or vocational or trade school. Students must also be motivated to use their education in some way that will 
better their lives and their communities. When applying, students must answer an essay question regarding their 
career goals, how their education will them attain those goals, or their experience with work or volunteering in 
their communities. The scholarship is sponsored by the College JumpStart Scholarship Fund in Los Altos, California. 
It is funded through corporate donations. The deadline for this scholarship is OCTOBER 17, 2016, and the award 
amount is usually $1,000. For more details, visit www.jumpstart-scholarship.net/  

DAR’s Christopher Columbus Essay Contest. The DAR sponsors this contest with the National Italian American 
foundation [NIAF] in honor of Christopher Columbus. Each academic year, an essay topic is chosen and contest 
instructions are made available online at http://www.dar.org/natsociety/essays.cfm. The contest is open to 
students in grades 9-12. One winning essay from each participating chapter is submitted for judging on the state 
level. Each state winner is judged on the divisional level and the divisional winners move on to the national level, 
where the winner is announced.
