STUDENT ANNOUNCEMENTS [General]

Wake County Public School System will offer the PSAT on Saturday, October 15, 20t6. Broughton High School will
be a Test Administration site. The deadline to register for the PSAT test is TOMORROW. Students must register by
the deadline to be allowed to take the PSAT. Your student may register with our counselors at Broughton before
school, during both lunches, and afterschool outside of the Student Services Department. Please understand that
there is an administration fee of $15.00 that will be due by the day of the test. Checks should be made payable to
Broughton High School. The Wake County Public School System will pay for 11* grade students who have achieved
a minimum 4.5625 GPA.

Students With Documented Disabilities: The College Board provides a broad range of accommodations to
students with documented disabilities. Examples of accommodations include tests in Braille or large print, extra
breaks between sections and extended testing time. Students who currently use accommodations in school, or
have an Individual Education Program [IEP] or 504 Plan, are not automatically qualified for College Board testing
accommodations. They still must apply for accommodations. Once the College Board reviews a request for
accommodations, the student receives an eligibility letter. This letter indicates any approved accommodations and
provides the student with a personal SSD Eligibility code that’s valid throughout the student’s high school career.
Students who ever plan to take the PSAT, SAT, SAT Subject Tests, ACT or AP Tests should begin the process early.
See Dean Suls in Student Services immediately.

The Broughton Club Fair will be held TOMORROW during both lunches. Tables will line the sidewalk
between the cafeteria and the picnic area. Clubs will display information and have representatives
present.

A Wake County College Fair has been scheduled for Sunday, September 18", from 2:00-4:30PM at the
NCSU McKimmon Center on Western Blvd. Over 100 colleges will attend to discuss college admission
with local high school juniors and seniors. Financial Aid Sessions will be held at 2:45 & 3:45, and
Preparing for College Sessions at 2:30 & 3:30. Admission and parking are free. Students should bring
their own bag to carry their acquired college brochures and materials in.

Please make sure that you are parking properly on the strip. To include parking within 12 inches of the
curb and in the proper direction. No vehicle should be 12 inches or further from the curb and facing the
opposite direction of traffic. Parklink has been ticketing vehicles for the last two days.

The Drivers Education program is offered at Broughton during the school year after school. Beginning in October,
there is a class every month. Classes meet for 10 days after school from 2:25-5:25pm. Students must be at least 14
% by the first day of class. There is a required $65 fee that must be paid by the first day of class. Parents may go
on-line at Jordandriving.com to print off a registration form or pick one up outside Room 1215. Completed
registration forms should be returned to Beth Parson via email [Eparsons@wcpss.net], at the front desk in the
main office or to Room 1215. Once notified of a class assignment, go to Jordandriving.com, find BROUGHTON,
CLICK ON THE CLASS DATE AND PAY FOR THE CLASS. Classes may also be paid for with money orders/cashier’s
check [made out to Jordan Driving School] or cash [paid directly to Beth Parsons]. Personal checks are not
accepted. Once the classroom portion of Drivers Ed is completed, parents will be contacted by the driving
instructor to schedule the driving portion. The $65 fee includes both classroom and behind-the-wheel instruction.
The whole process usually takes about 3-4 months to complete so plan accordingly.
