Get started with Edmodo

4. Daily warm-ups
Post an interesting article, video clip, 
or poll for students to view (in class or 
at home depending on the technology 
available) and ask them to respond by 
posting their comments.

Extra credit: Help students stay up to 
date on current events by leveraging 
the RSS feature to feed top news 
sources into the group.

5. Homework support
Provide your students with extra 
support by making yourself available 
to answer homework questions after 
school hours. Allow students to 
send you a direct message or post 
questions to the group during 
speci�c hours.

Extra credit: Set up email or text 
noti�cations and you’ll be alerted to 
new questions so you can immediately 
respond from your mobile device.

6. Mobile scavenger hunt
Place students into small groups 
and post a list of challenges for them 
to complete. As students �nd clues 
and collect images, have them post 
their �ndings to their group using 
a mobile device.

Extra credit: Turn it into an Edmodo 
scavenger hunt! Have students 
complete tasks within Edmodo 
(e.g. send a post, reply to a poll) to 
help them learn about each feature.

1. Getting to know you
Have students create an “All About 
Me” presentation via the digital tool 
of their choice (e.g. Glogster, Prezi). 
Post your own and ask students to 
share their presentations with the 
class on Edmodo.  

Extra credit: Consider posting a quiz 
to “test” students on how well they 
know each other and award the top 
score a badge.

2. Goal setting
On the �rst day of school, post 
a question to your Edmodo group - 
“What is your goal for this school 
year?” Ask students to share their 
goal and respond to one another. 

Extra credit: Periodically visit these 
goals throughout the year for 
re�ection. What actions have they 
taken? How can they support one 
another in reaching their goals? 

3. Buddy system
Help new students transition to 
your school by pairing them up 
with a buddy! Place them into small 
groups to help one another with 
questions, support and study groups.

Extra credit: Facilitate peer review 
and feedback by asking students 
to post their work within their 
buddy groups.

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Invite Your Students

Make everyone in class feel like they’re part of your latest mission. 
Ask all your students to join your Group—one so exclusive, only 
those who know the secret protocol can belong.

Group Code. A unique, six-character code that automatically 
adds students to its respective Group. Codes lock in 14 days 
(but can still be used as a join request) to help keep your 
superhero headquarters as safe and secure as possible.

Join URL. A one-of-a-kind web address that gives you 
complete control over who gets added to a Group. URLs 
never change and allow you to moderate and approve 
individual requests to join.
