As a reminder, Senior Conferences are for 

students only.  Below, are the steps to sign-up for Senior Conferences: 

 Go to the Green Hope website, select the "Student" tab and click "Student Services" 

 Click on the link to your assigned counselor 

 Follow the instructions on SignUp Genius 

 Your email reminder for your appointment will serve as your hall pass to show your 

teacher to come to Student Services 

Please note that students will need to remember their appointment day/time and are expected 

to report to Student Services by their scheduled time.  Student Services will not call for 

students who miss their appointments.    

 

Senior Packets: Senior Packets allow seniors to share information that will assist their 

counselor in completing their counselor statements. Seniors may access the Senior Packet under 

"Forms" on the Student Services website (from the Green Hope homepage select the 

"Students" tab and click "Student Services").  As a reminder, seniors are required to return 

their completed Senior Packet to Student Services at least two weeks prior to their 

application deadline.
