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supporting student learning. We are taking the lessons the au-
ditors taught us and are now applying them in our schools our-
selves. We are helping answer the questions about whether the
written, taught and tested curricula are aligned; whether the
resources supporting new teachers are adequate; and whether
we are reaching our students in the most efficient and effective
ways.

Our school system is the reason that our community comes
together to lift up our children — 140,000 of them, and more
every day — and help them achieve their fullest potential, as
measured by their ability to graduate on time and their aca-
demic preparation for their next steps in life. The CMA contin-
ues to be a vital tool in ensuring that our schools and support
systems continue to work together for our children, on behalf
of our community. Teachers, support staff and administrators
have devoted countless hours to this effort above and beyond
their duties to our students and schools. It is through them that
our vision can be realized.
