• In 2007-08, 17,676 new students entered WCPSS for the first time, 
with the annual net gain of 5,930 students. Of the new students, 77% 
are in elementary schools (with majority being at the kindergarten 
level), 11% are in middle schools, and 12% are in high schools.

Distribution by Place of Residence

• New student distribution by their place of residence shows a similar 
pattern as last year's. Thirty-seven percent (37%) live within Raleigh 
city limits, 28% in un-incorporated Wake County areas, 15% within 
Cary city limits, and 5% within Apex city limits. About 3% each live in 
Holly Springs and Wake Forest, while Morrisville, Fuquay-Varina, and 
Garner are each home to about 2% of student population. Finally,
Knightdale, Rolesville, Wendell, and Zebulon are home to less than 
1% each.

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Market Share

Enrollment growth in WCPSS results from a complex pattern of children being 
enrolled or withdrawn by their parents, both prior to the start of a school year 
and during the school year. While some students leave WCPSS each year to 
enter home, charter or private schools or move out of Wake County, many more 
students enter the school system resulting in the rising rate of growth.  

The following statements describe 17,676 new students who entered the school 
system in grades KI-12 prior to the 20th day of the 2007-2008 school year:

563 (3%) were from public schools outside the United States;
3,633 (21%) were from U.S. public schools outside North Carolina;
1,527 (9%) were from North Carolina public schools outside Wake County;
1,192 (7%) were from private or religious schools;
487 (3%) were from charter schools;
231 (1%) were from home schools;
369 (2%) were unknown/other; and
9,674 (55%) were new attendees to a school system, including new KI class.

While WCPSS tries to keep up with enrollment growth, it also must recognize student 
diversity in terms of ethnicity. While White students comprise 52.6% of students in 2007-
2008, they comprise 50% of new students entering grades K1-12. Conversely, while 
Hispanic students comprised 11.1% of WCPSS students, they comprise 13.6% of new 
students in grades K1-12. Of total Asian (5.4%) and Multi-racial (4.2%) population, new 
students entering grades K1-12 represent 7% and 5% of total membership, respectively. 
While the 2007-08 WCPSS percentage of Black students comprise 26.5%, they comprise 
24% of the students entering the school system in grades K1-12.
