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Evaluation and Research (E&R) staff have conducted surveys of WCPSS high school students
since 1994, with subsequent high school student surveys conducted in 1996, 1997 and 1999. In
2001, E&R began to survey students at all school levels. The state now requires that student,
parent, and staff surveys be conducted annually; therefore a student survey for all school levels
was conducted again in 2002. Surveys have provided information about student perceptions of
their school, safety at school, school climate, quality of instruction, specific core and elective
subjects, and, beginning in 2001, are a component of the statewide safe schools initiative.
Copies of the student surveys used at the elementary, middle and high school levels are included
as Attachment 1.

In the spring of 2002, survey forms were distributed to students on a random sample basis,
rather than to all students. The survey was distributed to students of six elementary school
classes, six middle school classes, and eight high school classes, randomly chosen from each
school. At each elementary school, two classes of third-, fourth-, and fifth-graders were
selected. At each middle and high school, two homerooms per grade level were selected. The
exception to using homerooms at the middle and high schools occurred when homerooms did
not regularly meet or were not identifiable by grade level. At those schools, either two English
or two Social Studies classes per grade level were randomly selected.

E&R distributed survey forms to approximately 18,339 elementary, middle and high school
students out of a membership of 100,759. A total of 16,379 surveys were returned, resulting in a
return rate of approximately 89% for all levels. Returns represented approximately 16% of total
school system membership.

Students graded their school on a scale of A, B, C, D, and Fail to denote the overall quality of
that school. For middle and high schools, 58% of students gave their school an A or B; 15%
gave the school a grade of D or Fail. Elementary school students were not asked to grade their

school.

This item was not on the 2001 Student Survey, however, it was on high school student surveys
in 1999 and 1997. The grades given in 2002 are not as high as grades given in 1997 or 1999.

1993 only 57% of parent respondents gave their child’s school an A or B, and 9% of the
responses were D or Fail. In 2002, 84% of parent responses gave their child’s school an A or B,
with only 3% of the responses being D or Fail.

The same issue was posed on the 2002 Parent Survey, and Figure 7 shows the parent responses
compared to the student responses. Many more high school parent respondents agreed the rules
were fair when compared to student respondents (82% compared to 50%). About 89% of the
middle school parents agreed that the rules were fair compared to 57% of the middle school
students — a 32-point difference. At the elementary school level, 96% of the parents and 86% of
the students agreed that the rules of their school were fair.

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SAFETY

Several questions were asked of students concerning safety issues at school such as whether
their school was a safe place to learn, violence and drugs at their school, the Wave Program, and
the Youth Advisory Council. Generally, school safety received high marks from student
respondents this year. The questions are discussed separately below.

School is a Safe Place

Students were asked if their school was a safe place to learn. Figure 10 shows that 93% of
overall respondents agreed or strongly agreed that their school was safe. There were more
elementary school respondents that agreed or strongly agreed (97%) than any other level, with
87% of middle school respondents and 89% of high school respondents indicating agreement.

Overall, 97% of the parent respondents agreed that their child’s school was a safe place, 95% of
the staff respondents, and 93% of the students. This is the first year that parent agreement on
school safety was higher than staff agreement. Both parent and staff responses were very
similar at all levels.

While 97% of the elementary student survey respondents agreed or strongly agreed that school
was a safe place, middle school and high school students were lower — 87% and 89%

respectively.

Violence Prevention

Students at all levels were asked if they had participated in lessons about violence prevention in
the course of the year. There is a striking difference among levels. At the elementary level,
72% of students said they had lessons in violence prevention, while only 58% of the middle
school and just 20% of the high school students gave positive responses. This followed the
same pattern from survey year 2001, where 74% of elementary, 62% of middle, and 19% of
high school students said they had received lessons in violence prevention.

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Middle and high school students responded to the statement, “The adults in this school help
students learn how to solve problems in a non-violent manner.” Figure 14 shows that 84% of
middle school students and 75% of high school students agreed that the adults do help students
learn non-violent ways of solving problems. It appears that with the elimination of the
“Uncertain” response option, a higher proportion of responses went to agreement than to
disagreement.

Another new question for middle and high school students on the 2002 survey asked if they
agreed with the statement, “Drugs are a serious problem at my school.” Figure 16 shows that
14% of middle school and 37% of high school respondents agreed that drugs were a serious
problem. A comparison of Figures 15 and 16 shows that violence is a more serious concern for
middle school students, while at the high school level, drugs are a more serious problem.

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The WAVE “Save A Friend” Hotline

The WAVE Save A Friend Telephone Hotline program was put into place by Governor Hunt in
February of 2000. The hotline is available for students, parents and community members to
anonymously call in concerns they may have about friends and/or acquaintances involved in
violence and/or substance abuse activities. Twenty-seven (27) calls were received in Wake
County during the 2001-2002 school year. Eight callers reported verbal threats, four calls
reported fighting, and four calls reported bullying. Other reasons for calls included drugs,
suicide threats, child abuse, sexual harassment, weapons, and disorderly conduct.

Figure 17 shows that, overall, only 27% of student respondents were aware of the WAVE
hotline. However, awareness of the safety program increased significantly at the middle and
high school levels from last year: from 16% to 59% at the middle school level, and from 14% to
42% at the high school level. Elementary school positive responses remained very low at 12%
in 2002.

Figures 18 and 19 show that, while awareness of the WAVE telephone hotline grew from 2001
to 2002, less than half of middle school students and less than one-third of high school students
would use it. These results might indicate the necessity for a change in the dissemination of

information about this program.

Youth Advisory Counci

The Youth Advisory Council (YAC) was established in the fall of 1999 to help reduce violence,
drug use, and alcohol use in schools and communities. It also focuses on developing leadership
skills, teaching character traits, and increasing community outreach. Activities of the Youth
Advisory Council include twice-monthly meetings, a yearly Safe School Summit, participation
in the Wake County Ropes program/retreat, and on-going participation on adult councils.

Figure 20 indicates that most student respondents are either not aware of the YAC program, or
they have no opinion on the success of the program. At the middle school level, 15% of middle
school students agreed that it helped to lower violence and prevent substance abuse, and 12%
disagreed. At the high school level, only 8% agreed that it helped and 17% disagreed. These
percentages cannot be compared to the previous year because of a change in the way the

question was structured.

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SAVE Club

Students Against Violence Everywhere (S.A.V.E.) is a student-driven organization. Students
learn about alternatives to violence and practice what they learn through school and community
service projects. As they participate in S.A.V.E. activities, students learn conflict management
and mediation skills and the virtues of good citizenship, civility, and nonviolence.

It appears that more student respondents are aware of the SAVE club than the Youth Advisory
Council, with only 39% and 36% of middle and high school students indicating no opinion or
lack of awareness of the program. Also, a higher percentage of students agreed the SAVE club
has helped lower violence and prevented substance abuse at their school than in the previous
survey. At the middle school level, agreement went from 13% in 2001 to 29% in 2002; at the
high school level, agreement went from 10% in 2001 to 19% in 2002.

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QUALITY OF EDUCATION

Students were asked to rate their school as poor, fair, good, or excellent in helping them learn
various subjects. Core subjects included reading, writing, mathematics, social studies, and
science. Other areas included computer/technology, visual/performing arts and health/physical
education. The following trends were identified:

>

Core classes received consistently good/excellent responses from students across all levels.
The general trend was that elementary school student respondents gave the highest ratings,
middle school students the next highest, and high school students the lowest ratings.
Elementary level students provided the highest ratings, with 78 to 90 percent rating the core
classes as good/excellent. They rated mathematics the highest and social studies the lowest.
In contrast, parent ratings ranged from 81 to 88, with reading being the highest and science
being the lowest.

At the middle school level, student responses ranged from 78 to 83 percent for the core
classes, with reading rated the highest, and social studies and science rated the lowest. In
comparison, parent ratings ranged from 79 to 83, with reading, mathematics and social
studies rated the highest and science rated the lowest.

High school student responses ranged from 72 to 77 percent for the core classes, with
reading and writing rated the highest and mathematics and social studies rated the lowest.
High school parents rated reading the highest at 81% with three classes rated at 77%.

As in 2001, the subject area receiving the lowest percentage of good/excellent ratings from
students, across all levels, was the area of computer and technology skills.

The highest overall percentages of good/excellent responses were in the subjects of mathematics
and reading. This is primarily due to the fact that 90% of elementary school respondents gave
good or excellent ratings in helping students learn mathematics. 82% of the middle school and
75% of the high school student respondents gave good/excellent responses in this subject area.
