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ABSTRACT 
The percentage of reading and math tests taken by Wake County Public School System 
(WCPSS) students in grades 3-8 that resulted in Level III or IV scores fell slightly in 2004 to 
91.1% from 91.3% in 2003.  However, the percentage of students scoring in Level IV remained 
stable at 60.4%.  The percentage of students scoring in Level III or IV was slightly higher in 
Math (92.1%) than in Reading (90.0%).  Average reading scale scores showed slight declines at 
all grade levels except grade 5, while average math scale scores rose slightly in grades 4, 5, 6, 
and 7 and fell slightly in grades 3 and 8.  Disaggregation of scores by race/ethnicity showed a 
small decline (down about two percentage points) in the percentage of Hispanic scores on grade 
level in both reading and math, a small rise (less than one point) for Asian and Black students in 
both reading and math, and mixed results for White and Multi-ethnic groups.  Students from 
low-income families and students with disabilities showed small improvements in both reading 
and math. 

 
BACKGROUND 

 
All End-of-Grade (EOG) tests are designed to measure student mastery of the knowledge and 
skills of the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for students in grades 3 through 8.  The 
tests are administered during the final three weeks of the school year, and are a vital part of the 
North Carolina accountability program referred to as “ABCs”—Accountability, Basics, and 
Control.  EOG test results are used to determine 
whether schools met annual ABCs Growth and 
Performance targets and whether or not schools 
made “Adequate Yearly Progress” (AYP), a new 
standard required by the federal No Child Left 
Behind (NCLB) law.  Students who fail to score 
at or above grade level are retested with an 
alternate form of the test and may be considered 
for retention.

DISTRICTWIDE RESULTS 
 

Although down slightly from the previous year, the percentage of all EOG exam scores at or 
above grade level (Level 3 or 4) in 2004 surpassed 90% for the second year in a row.  The 
composite percentage, which includes reading and math scores for all grade 3-8 students who 
took an EOG exam, declined from 91.3% in 2003 to 91.1% in 2004.   
 
In reading, the percentage of all grade 3-8 students scoring at or above grade level decreased 
from 90.4% in 2003 to 90.0% in 2004.  In math, the percentage declined from 92.3% to 92.1%.  
More than 85% of students met or exceeded grade-level standards in both reading and math at 
all grade levels. 
 
Results were mixed for the majority of student groups whose performance is tracked.  In contrast 
to 2003, no large gains in reading and math achievement were shown by any major student 
groups at any grade level.   
 
Overall results for Hispanic/Latino students  were down about two percentage points in both 
reading and math compared to the previous year.  On the other hand, students receiving free or 
reduced lunch and students with disabilities made modest gains in both subjects.   
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ACHIEVEMENT LEVEL SCORES 
 
The achievement level score attempts to categorize student performance on EOG exams 
according to four broad levels, defined by the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction 
(NCDPI) as follows: 

Achievement Levels 
 

Level I: Students performing at this level do 
not have sufficient mastery of knowledge 
and skills in this subject area to be 
successful at the next grade level. 
 
Level II: Students performing at this level 
demonstrate inconsistent mastery of 
knowledge and skills in this subject area, 
and are minimally prepared to be successful 
at the next grade level. 

 
Level III: Students performing at this level 
consistently demonstrate mastery of grade 
level subject matter and skills and are well 
prepared for the next grade level. 
 
Level IV: Students performing at this level 
consistently perform in a superior manner 
clearly beyond that required to be proficient 
at grade-level work. 

 
 
2003-04 EOG Scores by Achievement Level 
An analysis of all grade 3-8 EOG scores by achievement level shows that on each test, a majority 
of students attained a Level 4 (54.8% in reading and 66.0% in math) in 2003-04.  When these 
percentages are combined with those for Level 3, the results show that 90.0% of students met or 
exceeded grade-level standards in reading, and 92.1% in math. (See figure 1 below.)

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Composite Percentages over Time 
Figure 2 shows the composite percentages of all grade 3-8 EOG scores meeting or exceeding 
grade level standards in reading and math over the past seven years.  Scores are calculated 
separately for each test and then added together to derive these statistics. The composite 
percentage of Level 3 and 4 scores decreased slightly from 91.3% in 2003 to 91.1% in 2004.  
The overall proportion of Level 4 scores stayed the same (60.4%), while the proportion of Level 
3 scores (30.7%) dropped modestly.  Since 1998, the composite percentage of reading and math 
scores at or above grade level has risen 9.2 percentage points, and the percentage of Level 4 
scores has risen 13 percentage points.

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Student Achievement in Reading Over Time 
Examination of Figure 3, which shows the distribution of reading scores by achievement level 
for the past seven years, reveals that the percentage of students scoring at Level 1 and Level 2 
(below grade-level standards) rose four-tenths of a percentage point compared to the previous 
year, corresponding to the slight drop at Level 3 and Level 4.  Nevertheless, the trend over the 
past eight years has been fairly consistent: the percentage of exam scores at Levels 1 and 2 has 
dropped in half since 1998, the percentage at Level 3 has stayed very stable, and the percentage 
at Level 4 has increased about 10 percentage points.

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Student Achievement in Math Over Time 
As shown in Figure 4, the distribution of math scores by achievement level in 2004 was nearly 
identical to the previous year.  The percentage of scores at Level 3 declined four-tenths of a 
percent but the percentage at Level 4 rose three-tenths of a percent.  Since 1998, the overall share 
of Level 1 and Level 2 scores has declined by almost 10 percentage points, while the share at 
Level 4 has risen 18 percentage points.

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ACHIEVEMENT GROWTH OVER TIME BY GRADE LEVEL & COHORT 
 
By comparing EOG exam results for a grade level to results achieved in previous years, we see 
some indication of changes in achievement over time, although it must be noted that different 
groups of students are in each grade level each year.  The following graphs (Figures 5 and 6) 
show changes within each grade level over the past seven years in reading and math.   
 
In reading, the percentage of students scoring at or above grade level declined slightly from the 
previous year for all grade levels except Grade 5.  However, over the past seven years, the 
overall trend in all grade levels has been fairly steady improvement.

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Compared to the previous year, the percentage of students scoring at or above grade level in 
math fell slightly in grades 3, 6, and 8; the percentage rose in grades 4 , 5, and 7.  Similar to 
reading, student achievement in math has shown steady growth in all grade levels over the past 
seven years, with growth in grades 3-5 especially sharp.

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Achievement Growth by Cohort 
One important way of examining test scores is to follow the progress of a cohort of students over 
time.  The shaded boxes in the tables below (Figures 7 and 8) show the achievement level scores 
of different cohorts of students.  For example, one cohort of students was in 3rd grade in 1999 
and completed 8th grade in 2004.  Over time, the percentage of students in that cohort who were 
in Levels 3 and 4, and therefore considered to be “at or above grade level,” in reading increased 
from 80.4% in 1999 to 91.6% in 2004.

Math achievement for the cohort of students that was in 3rd grade in 1999 and completed 8th 
grade in 2004 shows growth over time but declines in 6th grade and 7th grade.  The percentage of 
students in that cohort who were in Levels 3 and 4, and therefore considered to be “at or above 
grade level,” in math increased from 77.1% in grade 3 to 88.1% in grade 8.

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SCALE SCORES 
 
EOG scale scores were developed by staff at the Thurstone Psychometric Laboratory at UNC-
Chapel Hill.   Scale scores cover the entire span from grade 3 through grade 8, and are designed 
to show academic growth over time.  The scales were originally designed to begin near 100 and 
end near 200 with a mean of approximately 150 (anchored at the 5th grade).  Mean (average) 
scale scores for cohorts are expected to increase as students move through grade levels and are 
an important way to track group changes from year to year. 
 
New reading scale scores were developed by NCDPI and used for reporting results on new 
reading tests administered in 2002-03.  The new scale range goes from 213 to 290.  The math 
scale scores were recalibrated and implemented in 2000-01.  The math scale range goes from 211 
to 310.  Figures 9 and 10 show mean scale scores in reading and math by grade level.

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DISAGGREGATED RESULTS FOR 2003-04 
 
WCPSS disaggregates EOG results for different groups of students.  Groupings are based on 
gender, race and ethnicity, FRL status (free or reduced-price lunch), SWD classification 
(students with disabilities), LEP status (limited English proficient), and AG status (academically 
gifted).   Figure 11 shows the percentage of all Grade 3-8 students who scored at or above grade-
level in reading and math in 2003 and 2004.  Figures 12 through 17 compare the performance of 
different sets of groups over time, and figures 18 and 19 at the end of the report show 
disaggregated results for all grade levels for 2003-04 compared to 2002-03.

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Results by Gender 
A higher percentage of female students met or exceeded grade-level standards than male students 
in both reading and math.  The percentage of grade 3-8 female students who scored at or above 
grade level remained the same as the previous year in both subjects (92% in reading and 93% in 
math).  The percentages for male students declined from 88.9% to 88.1% in reading, and from 
91.5% to 91.3% in math.  
 
Results by Race and Ethnicity 
Overall, the percentage of White students, Black students, and Asian students meeting or 
exceeding grade-level standards in reading and math either remained the same or improved 
slightly when compared to the previous year.  In contrast, the percentage of Hispanic-Latino 
students at or above grade level declined by about two percentage points in both subjects.   
 
The gap in achievement on EOG exams by racial subgroups did not shrink in 2003-04.  More 
than 96% of all White and Asian students in grades 3-8 scored at Level 3 or 4 on both the 
reading and math EOG exams.  The gap between these groups and Black and Hispanic-Latino 
students was largest in reading (about 18 percentage points for Black students and 20 percentage 
points for Hispanic–Latino students); in math, the gap was smaller (about 16 points for Black 
students and 12 points for Hispanic-Latino students).   
 
Results for Students Receiving Free or Reduced-Price Lunch (FRL)  
Historically, students from economically disadvantaged families have scored lower as a group on 
EOG tests than students from middle- and upper-income families.  WCPSS uses eligibility for 
the federal government’s free or reduced-price lunch program as its measure of family income.  
Results in 2003-04 show that the percentage of all grade 3-8 students participating in FRL that 
met or exceeded grade level standards rose .3 percentage points in reading and 1.2 percentage 
points in math compared to last year’s results.  The achievement gap between this group of 
students and those not participating in FRL shrank somewhat, as the percentage of non-FRL 
students scoring at or above grade level declined by one-tenth of a percentage point in both 
reading and math. 
  
Results for Students With Disabilities (SWD) 
The percentage of all grade 3-8 students with disabilities meeting or exceeding grade-level 
standards in reading rose from 68.9% in 2003 to 69.0% in 2004.  In math, the percentage 
increased from 73.0% to 73.8.  Despite these increases, the achievement gap between this group 
of students and all other students widened in 2004 as the percentage of students without 
disabilities who scored at or above grade level rose by more than one percentage point in both 
reading and math. 
 
Results for Students with Limited English Proficiency (LEP) 
The percentage of all grade 3-8 students with limited English proficiency who scored at or above 
grade level declined by 2.2 percentage points in reading and by .4 percentage points in math.  
The achievement gap between this group and other students increased to 26.9 percentage points 
in reading and 12.9 percentage points in math.
