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Professional Development

Stipend Program
Each year at the NCBEA Annual Meeting, two (2) professional development stipends of $100 each will be awarded to NCBEA members to attend either the Southern Business Education Association (SBEA) convention or the National Business Education Association (NBEA) convention. Only those NCBEA members who have never attended the convention for which they are receiving the stipend are eligible to apply for a professional development stipend. Winners must register for the Annual Meeting where they will receive the stipend from the NCBEA President.

Eligibility Requirements 

To be eligible for an NCBEA Professional Development Stipend, an applicant must: 

· Never have attended the SBEA convention if receiving an SBEA convention stipend, OR
· Never have attended the NBEA convention if receiving an NBEA convention stipend

· Complete the NCBEA Professional Development Stipend Application Form

· Clearly articulate on the form how attending the convention will be beneficial

· Have been a current member of NCBEA for at least one (1) year at the time of application

To qualify for each year’s Professional Development Stipend, the application form must be postmarked no later than June 1.  No applications will be accepted after the deadline. A selection committee appointed by the NCBEA President will evaluate the applications and identify the winners. Winners will be notified by June 30. Scholarship winners will be announced during the Annual Meeting. Winners must register for the Annual Meeting where they will receive the stipend from the NCBEA President.

The proposed NCBEA Professional Development Stipend is based on the NBEA Professional Development Stipend and utilizes the same requirements and similar application form. See
