Dear Your School Parents,

The career day for our eighth grade students will be held tomorrow, December 7th.  Each student will be able to personally interact with different speakers representing over 25 career fields.  Your child will be able to learn about the duties, qualifications, and work paths that each of our speakers encountered during their careers.  Each student will receive their own career day folder.  Included in this folder is a list of the careers your student selected to learn more about during the career sessions.  Each folder will contain valuable information regarding graduation requirements, high school pathways and higher level educational opportunities.  
Our school feels that eighth grade is a very important time for our students to understand the concept of how education is a stepping stone to an eventual career.  Soon these students will be transitioning to high school and making course of study and elective selections. 
In preparation, each eighth grade student spent a class period working in the computer lab with our Career Facilitator, Your name.  Activities involved the completion of a career interest survey that helps students identify the types of activities they enjoy, as well as, their areas of strength.  Using this information, students then examined three other websites relating to college majors, high school course electives, and the impact of education on salary.  Students were able to select jobs of their choice to learn the duties, compensation, training, and outlook for the future.
As a follow up in early February, students will receive the tabloid, NC Careers.  This instrument addresses careers and higher level educational opportunities in North Carolina.  Additionally, all of our eighth grade students will view a PowerPoint (or multimedia) presentation on high school registration and course of study selections. They will also prepare a four year plan.
Today, your child is bringing home a pamphlet entitled, Facts Every Parent Should Know about Career and Technical Education which explains the wonderful high school electives and opportunities offered to your child through Career and Technical Education.
