
 CAREER FAIR

Students will be brought to the cafeteria by their classroom teachers.  Students will be escorted back to their classrooms by their classroom teachers.

Students will bring their career folder that contains the green worksheet  to complete while attending the Career Fair.  The folder will also contain a list of the Career Fair exhibitors.  Please have students look over some of the questions they may ask the career participants and stress the importance of completing the worksheet.  Let them know that you will be collecting the worksheet (accountability) and it will also be used to send feedback to the participants.  Exhibitors always enjoy reading what the students learned from visiting their booths.  Students may take the career brochure home but they need to leave the career folders with you.  Please return the student worksheets to my mailbox by Monday.
Before the day of the Career Fair, please orient students to the set-up of the event.  Be sure they know the following:

· They will have 34 minutes to visit booths inside the cafeteria and in the hallway outside of the cafeteria.

· They need to visit as many booths as they can 

· They may want to prioritize those presenters who they find most interesting to be sure their time is best utilized.  However, we don’t want to leave out booths that don’t seem as interesting as others.  This is an exploration time for students to learn about careers they may not have considered being of interest to them

· Behavioral expectations for both their attentiveness and manners at each presenter’s area.  Remember to thank the presenters for sharing information with them.  No one should be visiting with friends or otherwise wasting the little time they have

· Where should students meet you when time is up (decide this in teams)
