On November 22, 2005, your child has been selected to take the ASVAB (Armed Service Vocational Aptitude Battery in the cafeteria from 8:30am – 11:30 am. The ASVAB Career Exploration Programs, used by hundreds of thousands of high school students in over 14, 000 school nationwide, is one of the most widely use and high regarded career development programs in the world. The ASVAB helps students to:
· Identify, understand, and organize information about their interests, skills, and work-related values:

· Identify suitable occupations to investigate and pursue based on their own interests, values, skills, and competencies; and

· Use career information resources to explore further these occupations.

This test is free of charge to schools and students. The ASVAB consist of five short individual tests: General Science, Arithmetic Reasoning, Word Knowledge, Paragraph Comprehension, and Mathematics Knowledge. You will be provided with career exploration scores that result from combining individual test scores.
Since all CTE students at Cedar Ridge High School need an aptitude test, we do this by testing the juniors each year. This test is not for the primary use of the military. The primary use is for career information for our students. The military will come to administer the test. Two weeks after testing an ASVAB Educational Representative will come back to interpret the results to your child and talk about the careers that the results indicate that they have the aptitude for exploring.
