THE FINAL PROJECT

Each intern must complete an exit project.   The project should take one of the following forms:

· Power point – you may choose to incorporate pictures and text from your internship experience.  The presentation should include a minimum of 15 frames.  The visuals and your discussion of information should be approximately 5 – 10 minutes.

· Lecture/discussion – you may choose to prepare a formal address to the committee.  This address should incorporate a demonstration of something that you have learned during your internship experience.  A presentation board with pictures and examples would be one idea.

· Video – you may choose to produce a video of your internship experience 5 – 10 minutes in length.

**** You may discuss alternative ideas with me.  Creative ideas are always considered.
EXIT PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

The presentation is conducted before a small committee of business/professional people that will evaluate the presentation.  Guidelines for project presentation are as follow:

· Work-site location

· Work-site mentor

· What you expected to learn/experience

· What you actually did learn/experience

· Career Information including education requirements, salary range, job outlook, personnel characteristics, etc.
