                               JOB SHADOWING PROGRAM

WHAT IS SHADOWING?
Shadowing is an opportunity for you to spend a designated amount of time, usually a  half or a full day, with a person who serves as a career model in the area of your career interest. Shadowing also allows you to see the connection between education and student career goals.

WHO MAY PARTICIPATE?

Seniors who are interested and willing to commit the time are eligible to apply. Students will be selected according to availability of shadowing sites.  Juniors may job shadow on teacher workdays or during the summer.

HOW DO YOU APPLY?

1.Fill out the shadowing application form and return it to your English teacher.
2. All applicants will be notified about placement as soon as possible.

HOW IS THE ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL CONSIDERED?
If you follow the procedures listed below, the visit will be considered as a field trip, which means you are not counted absent from school.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE STUDENT:
1.Complete the shadowing Application.

2.After being notified that you have been selected, you will be expected to call the shadowing site, introduce yourself, and get details concerning the time to report and the exact location of the site.

3. Secure permission from all your teachers and parent/guardian. (permission forms are provided)
4.Provide your own transportation to and from the shadowing site.
5.Arrive on time, dressed appropriately, and conduct yourself in a responsible manner.

6.Provide a completed resume’, to be sent to your career model prier to your visit.

7. Complete your Job Shadowing Journal/Interview Questions.
8.Send a personal thank you note to the career model after you have completed the shadowing.
9.Fill out a post-shadowing report and return it to your English teacher within one week after you complete the shadowing. Failure to do this will result in lack of evidence that you actually did shadow , therefore we will be unable to record this as a work-based learning experience on your permanent record.

10.If for any reason you are unable to participate on the date that has been prearranged for you, it is your responsibility to call and reschedule.

*All documentation must be completed before the experience will be considered a field trip and not an absence.
