Objective 7.01 – Understand the impact of care on emotional development of the infant.

Literacy Strategy:  Vocabulary Word Box   Introduce a word.  Example: Emotions.  Give the students a definition or description that they can understand.  What does an emotion look like?  Then have students write on the graphic organizer - What would the emotion look like, sound like and feel like? 

Activity: 
Teacher will prepare flashcards with pictures of infants representing different emotions (teachers can use pictures from old textbooks and magazines or have their students bring personal pictures/teachers bring their own personal pictures).  Teacher will show flashcards to students and they will discuss the different emotions infants’ express. (delight, elation, affection, distress, anger, disgust, fear, sadness, and anxiety) 

Have students list why these infants are showing these emotions and put in their learning logs.  


Using graphic organizer, See file: “What Do Emotions Look Like” (individually or on the board/wall), list positive and negative emotions. Then have students use words or graphics to describe how each emotion looks like, sounds like and feels like.  You will get very unique answers to the emotions.
