            
Directions for Constructing Seam Finishes

Pinked finish-

1) Sew a plain seam.  

2) Cut along edge of seam allowance with pinking shears.

3) For best results, do not fully open shears or close all the way to the points.

4) May cut both edges together if the fabric is sheer (if so, do this before pressing the seam open).  If fabric is thicker, press the seam open and cut each edge individually.

5) For a more stable finish, place a line of stitching ¼ inch from the each edge of the seam allowance before cutting with pinking shears.

Machine Zigzag-

1) Sew a plain seam.

2) Press the seam open using a seam roll.

3) Set the zigzag setting for medium width and length.

4) Zigzag along the edge of each seam allowance, SEWING ONLY THROUGH THE SEAM ALLOWANCE.  The finish should not be seen on the outside of the garment.

Turned and Stitched-

1) Sew a plain seam.

2) Press the seam open using a seam roll.

3) Turn under edge of seam allowance 1/8 to ¼ inch.  
4) Stitch along edge of fold.

Hand-Overcast-

1) Sew a plain seam.

2) Press the seam open using a seam roll.

3) Using a single thread, make overcast stitches at edge of each seam allowance (Stitches should be 1/8 inch in depth and spaced ¼ inch apart.

4) Do not pull thread to tight.
