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ART INSPIRED DESIGN
Objective:   Using an illustration, students will develop a design that can be used for the basis of a fabric or wallpaper design.

1. Gather illustrations of artwork, oriental rugs, landscapes, nature scenes, etc. from magazines such as Architectural Digest, Veranda, and Southern Accents.  

2. Have students analyze their illustration.  They should look for outstanding design elements.  (Color, line, shapes, etc)

3. Students will then develop an original design from the above elements.

4. Have students make their design large in scale---it can be reduced later.
5. Render illustration using markers, color pencils, or watercolor

6. Compare student’s design with the original inspiration to determine if they succeeded in the assignment.

This project is analytical in nature and requires a clear understanding of the Elements and Principles of Design in order to produce a good product.
