4.01 – Interpret the unique characteristics of self

E.Q. - How does birth order impact my personality?

Activating strategies - Four corners. Since you probably have students who live in blended or single parent families, you will probably need to decide what family members apply for your purposes. 

Have the first born kids stand in one corner, the babies in another, the only children in another and the middle kids in another corner. Once they are there ask each group to come consensus on “what is the worst thing about your birth order?” then what is the best thing?  Ask for worst first since kids would rather complain!
Have them return to their seats and then ask for a show of hands about which birth order they would like to have. Write the totals on the board. (kids love to see their ideas printed out)

Have the students take out their Frayer Diagrams about the “Unique You” they started earlier and title one section with “Birth Order”.  
Show the Birth Order Power Point. 

Summarizing: 

Have students fill in their Frayer diagrams with 5 things about themselves that matches the typical points made in the presentation. 

If you prefer you could have students create a Frayer diagram of only the birth order information.
