1.  Put the picture of a pieces of small equipment on note cards.

2.  On the other set of cards put the proper name and function.

3.  Put numbers on the backs of the cards.

4.  Have students match the picture with the proper name and function.

5.  Divide the class into two groups let one group do a worksheet on small equipment

     and the let the groups trade, so that all students have done the worksheet and played

     the game.

Round Robin Questions

1.  Write a series of questions and then go back and put the answers to the questions on

      the bottom of the card so that the answer and the question on the card do not match.

2.  Have at least one card to give to each student.  If you have extra let some students do

     more than one card.

3.  Choose a student to begin and let them read their question.  The student who has the

     answer to the question should then read their answer.  If the answer is correct they will

     read their question and the game moves forward.

4.  If you run into a situation where the person who reads their answer has already read

     their question to the class, just pick a student and start again.

Popsicle Sticks and Candy Guessing (Good filler for the end of class if you finish early)

1.  Put student names on popsicle sticks.

2.  Pull out a stick and ask them a question.

3.  If they answer correctly let them guess the number of pieces of candy in a jar.

4.  If someone guesses correctly they win the candy.  Make sure jar is not too big, 

     could get to be expensive!

5.  If you are worried about the student having candy in the school, put it in a plastic bag

     and let them pick it up on their way home in the afternoon. 

Best Teaching Practices

BELL TO BELL TEACHING

1.  Objectives and days activities on the board

2.  Some type of quiz, short worksheet, or writing prompt to start while you are doing

     attendance and bookkeeping.

3.  Special place that is labeled to put work for students who are absent.

4.  Spend the first day of school going over all of your rules and expectations for 

     classroom behavior i.e. when to blow nose and where, when to sharpen pencil,

     how many times bathroom is allowed and so on.  Give this in writing and verbally and

     get them to sign that they understand.  Next day give them a quiz.

4.  Putting students in teams:


a.  List from highest to lowest academically


     6 highs, 6 lows, 7 med-highs, 7 med-lows


b.  Write student names on color coded post-it notes. Example pink-high,


      yellow-low


c.  Divide into balanced groups and attempt to consider ESL, gender, and


     race


d.  Attempt to avoid: 1 girl, 3 boys or 1 boy, 3 girls


e.  Make up different sets and change teams every 3 to 4 weeks.  This way


     they do not get to friendly


f.  If you have a student that is absent frequently make them the 5th member.
