(Color wheel is 
                      accessible from www.sanford-artedventures.com/create/tech_paint_
                      wheel.html.) (Play Dough’s primary colors are not authentic).

Practice:        Students will create an additional color wheel at home from any other 

                      Medium-(colored pencils-crayons-water colors-finger paints etc.)

Closure:        Students will play a game utilizing their new knowledge of the color wheel.
