The Toy Box:  Child’s Play is Work

Objective:  

Evaluate the components of intellectual development for 

children of all ages.

ADVANCE
Place in a 2 gallon plastic tub with lid the following toys:

PREP: 
Play dough, jump rope, paddle ball, inflatable ball, cars with 2” ribbon for roads, kaleidoscope, Yahtzee, telephone, fuss ball, marbles, jacks, 3D puzzle, small puzzles, figures, small hand held video game, cards like old maid.  Try to have as many toys as you have students or student teams.
FOCUS:  
Identify the facilitator who reads the introduction to the class.  Read the 
introduction.  Pass out a worksheet to each student.  Select 4 students at a 
time to come a select a toy from the display of toys at the toy box.

Intro:

Today we will review the basic components of intellectual 

development and the role of toys at each stage in that development.  Each student will evaluate a toy using the worksheet provided.  They will then write a step by step procedure to teach the appropriate age child how to use the toy or a dialog that would be appropriate while playing with the child with that toy.  When everyone has finished writing their procedure, students will pair up with someone wearing the same color shoes.  Each partner will take turns role playing the child who is learning to play with the toy and the caregiver who is using their written procedure to teach the child how to play with the toy.

ACTIVITY: 

1.  Select a toy.

2. Answer the questions on the worksheet based on the toy selected.

3. Write a procedure for teaching a child how to use the toy.

4. Select a partner

5. Teach the partner how to play with the toy.

6. Role play the appropriate age child who is learning to play with the toy
