	Activity-Day 1- Introduce the sewing machine and its parts
Guided Practice: The teacher will explain the parts of the sewing machine and their functions. Students will take notes from Clothes & Your Appearance, Chapter 20 page 392-393 . Then the teacher will take students over to the sewing lab and let them view the parts of the sewing machine. Let students sew on just fabric with NO thread to get use to equipment power.

	Activity-Day 2 Review sewing machine parts 
Independent Practice: As students enter the room, the teacher will hand one index card to each student with one part of the sewing machine part on it. Example: Take up lever. As warm up the students will be asked to write the parts’ function on the card. The teacher should ask questions to help the students review the parts. Then the teacher will ask the students to help move the desk or tables back from the lecture area and to stand with their index card in hand. The teacher will explain students will become a “human Sewing machine”. Explain that this area of the room will represent the top of the machine and when I call out the part move over to that area. Example: bobbin winder, then spool pin, then spool pin cap and so forth. As you go across the top then on the left start with the thread guides and to the take up lever and so on. If you have bobbin and bobbin case they will stand at the bottom left of the machine. Next step- the teacher will have a skeen of yarn- it will be handed to the spool pin person and they will hold it and the yarn will be pulled out to show how to thread the machine. Students love holding onto the yarn as the teacher threads the human machine. The teacher then tells the hand wheel person to turn around as if the machine is working, the take up lever  and needle person should move up and down and the needle person should pick up the bobbin thread from the bobbin  that is held by the bobbin case person.  Many students said they liked this lesson because they could visually see how to thread the machine in a large scale.
Key Question: What is the needle clamp?  What is the feed system?
