INFORMATION ON TESTING MODIFICATIONS


· Be sure to get a list of handicapped students enrolled in your courses from your Exceptional Children’s staff early in the semester so that you can begin modifications as soon as possible.

· Modifications should apply to all tests, not just end of course testing.
· No student is “exempted” from testing.  If a student is not required to take the end-of-course test, this student should be given an alternative assessment.  This can be a test of information or a practical assessment; it will vary from student to student.  We are required to have a record of the type of assessment and the results on file.  The teacher, in cooperation with the Exceptional Children’s staff and the VoCATS Coordinator, may prepare this assessment based on the student’s modified curriculum as highlighted on the blueprint.
· If students do NOT take the regular CTE EOC, they should be enrolled using a 160 audit number.  Any student who is regularly enrolled will be required to take to take the CTE EOC.  Your SIMS Coordinator can help with setting this up.
