AUDITORY LEARNERS:  those who learn best by hearing and listening

STUDY SUGGESTIONS:

1)   - Listen carefully to directions when given in class and repeat them to yourself as you 


write them down

2)   - Tape record important lecture notes and play these back to yourself

3)   - Read assignments aloud whenever possible

4)   - Discuss class assignments with a friend or your teacher

5)   - Read assignments aloud to a friend or another person

6)   - Have a friend or family member ask you questions about the assignment to see how


much you remember

7)   - Ask yourself questions or spell words aloud while studying

8)   - Listen very carefully while in class.  While studying, try to recall as much as possible


of what you heard in class

9)   - Volunteer to answer questions in class whenever possible

10) - Use mnemonic devices to help remember important information *


*  Mnemonic devices are memory aides that help you recall important information.


For example, when trying to memorize a list of terms, take the first letter of each


term on the list and make up a silly saying with those letters.  For instance, to help


you remember the order of operation in math, “parentheses, exponents,


multiplication, division, addition, subtraction,”  take the first letter of each word


and make a silly saying:  “Please excuse my dear Aunt Sally.”


To help you remember the process in division, “divide, multiply, subtract, bring 


down,” use this saying:  “Does McDonald’s Sell Burgers?”
