Triangle Town Center Community Room
Lunch was provided by the Mall staff to all members by Chic-fil-a – thank you.
Will welcomed all members and reminded them we have our set up meeting at the mall on Oct 25 at 3PM. You will not have to move around tables. Tables will already be set up. You will just help sub-committees stage event.  

Jennifer, marketing director for the mall gave an update on logistics and set up for the TTC event. Retailers, food court will be notified. Businesses come in at food court entrance. Students enter at Dillard’s entrance near Champs. Darlene will send out an email with instructions with bus stop routes. Make sure business do not use mall walls, sign posts, or anything other than their table to display career fair items.  

Chris Dressler, restated vision for TTC – to have students speak to adults to find out about careers that they are interested in and find out what it takes to achieve their career goals. 

Diane Blais from Futures 4 Kids asked all members to ask the businesses that they have signed up to also create a web page on the future 4 kids website. This will allow students to research business partners’ company before and after the TTC event. 

Will gave a recruitment update. Goal of 125 businesses signed up and confirmed to attend. Recruitment is now closed.
Barbara gave a public relations update. The media will be there along with the Wake Weekly. She asks that members communicate event details to local newspapers. Megan Kirkpatrick is recruiting government officials to attend. This event will be taped by the Wakefield Media Production group. 

Rob gave a Hospitality update. Each school should bring one package of individually wrapped snack packs, little Debbie cakes, crackers, and one six pack of water. Items will be delivered to vendors on a cart. A hospitality suite will be set up also for business vendors to visit for snacks and a break. Bring everything the afternoon before to the conference room outside of Dillard’s on the side facing Champ’s (through the glass door). Drop off items. Set up will be done by subcommittee. If you have your name on it and it is not used it will be returned to you after the event.  
Logistics gave an update with a table layout. Committee will meet the night before to set up all tables. If you have a request for a specific area you want one of your business partners to be located – please send that request to Darlene. Safety will be maintained by ROTC volunteers/students at different stations throughout the event. Mall Security will monitor event. Tables will be mixed not grouped by pathways. Table assignments map will be put on School to Career website. 
Make sure that students are aware of dress code for event. Dress for Success! 
Character Education will play a game with questions based on NC Law and You presentation on the school to career website. Student will spin wheel, answer questions, and win prizes. Character education talking points card will be given out to all business partners to incorporate in their message to the students they speak with that day. 
When students arrive at the event, they will receive a packet that will guide them through the event. 
CDC’s can arrive by 8am unless they are bringing students then come at your assigned time. 

No shopping for adults or students. Students must remain in designated areas. Student going out of designated areas must be escorted by an adult.  This includes if they eat in the food court.
