· Groundhog Job Shadow Day takes place on January 31, 2003, from approximately 8:30 am to 1:00 pm

· The annual event pairs students with workplace mentors for a full or half-day of “shadowing” in the workplace

· Over 2,500 Wake County students in grades eight through 12, and over one million students nationwide are expected to participate this year

· Students have the opportunity to witness first-hand how skills learned in the classroom are directly relevant to the actions of the workplace

· Students will observe and participate in business calls, computer work, presentations, and meetings

· Groundhog Job Shadow Day is a national effort, coordinated locally by Junior Achievement of North Carolina and Wake County Public School System’s School-to-Career initiative

· Research shows students who job shadow will be more positive about their future and more likely to complete high school, attend and graduate college, and be productively employed
