Hallway

Classroom

Bathroom 
● Use time wisely. 
● Wash my hands with 2 pumps of soap. 
● Dry my hands with 2 pulls of paper towels. 

● Flush the toilet. 
● Inform an adult of problems. 
● Go quickly and at designated times. 

● Give privacy – no playing/peeking! 
● Keep walls, floors and stalls clean. 
● Wait patiently for my turn. 

Cafeteria 

● Get everything the first time through the line. 
● Raise my hand for assistance. 
● Clean up after myself. 
● Stay seated until dismissal. 

● Eat my own food. 
● Stack trays neatly. 
● Use walking feet. 
● Keep food in the cafeteria. 

● Use my manners (please, thank you, excuse me.) 
● Listen and respond to adult directions.

Playground (K-5)

● Clean up before returning inside. 
● Stay in play areas.

● Line up quietly. 
● Share equipment with classmates. 
● Play with everyone. 
● Take care of school property. 
● Follow game rules. 

Arrival ● Stay on sidewalks before entering the building. 
● Enter quietly and calmly. 

● Go directly to my destination.
