ANY QUESTIONS?  Maybe this can help- 
 

1. Exam Exemptions apply to BOTH semesters.  AND THE SEMESTERS ARE INDEPENDENT.  Meaning you 
can exempt exams in 1st semester and 2nd semester. 
 

2. SCHOOL FIELD TRIPS (PEPI, Peer Discovery, Athletic teams leaving early, or anything approved by an 
administrator as a “field trip”) DO NOT EFFECT YOUR ATTENDANCE.  For example, a student can miss 
14 days due to “field trips” but since we do not mark students absent on “field trips,” they technically 
were never absent! 
 

3. All students must sign out / in when leaving and returning to campus (except at lunch).  We MUST HAVE 
parent permission even if you are 21 yrs old! 

 
4. If you are sick while off campus (lunch  for example), a parent MUST CALL the school immediately! And 

YOU MUST bring the note the next day! 
 

5. If you are late returning to campus from lunch, you are TARDY.  BE WARNED:  YOU CAN LOSE YOUR 
LUNCH PASS IF IT HAPPENS TO MUCH!

Senior Exam Exemption POLICY: 

 

Senior exam exemption guidelines WILL NOT be effected by attendance ONLY GRADES: 

• Seniors may exempt a Teacher-made Exam if they have an overall grade of C or higher! 

• Overall grade of C is the average of BOTH quarter grades. 

• YOU CANNOT EXEMPT ANY STATE MANDATED TEST such as an EOC or CTE Post-Assessment! 
 

Exam exemption is determined on a course-by-course basis, meaning one course grade does not effect 
another.   
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
