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NGMS STUDENT HANDBOOK
Welcome to North Garner Middle School.  The staff, PTSA, and community stand ready to help promote the academic and social growth of each student.  These goals will be accomplished as we learn, work, and play together.  We expect that you will be a responsible citizen, respectful of yourself, other and property.  The student handbook contains information about the academic curriculum, school organizations, general policies and procedures.  Additionally, you will receive a Wake County Public School System Student/Parent Handbook.  Please review both the WCPSS Student/Parent Handbook and this handbook.  Parents and students must sign a form indicating that they have read and understand the handbooks. 

SCHOOL MISSION

The mission of North Garner Middle School is to work in partnership with students, families, and the community to ensure that each student acquires the knowledge, skills and core values necessary to achieve success in high school and beyond.  

ACTIVITY FEE

A donation of $10 will be paid by students to cover the cost of the student agenda, lock/locker rental, student ID card, and grade level activities.  Fees may be paid at open houses in July.  After school starts, homeroom teachers will collect fees.
AGENDA

A student agenda is required for all students.  Students are to keep up with assignments in the agenda.  Teachers will assist students in the proper use of the agenda.  Notes may be sent from teachers to parent or parent to teacher in the agenda.  A fee of $5 will be assessed for a replacement agenda and paid through homeroom.  The only hall pass a student is allowed to have is on the hall pass page included in the agenda.
BOOKBAGS

Bookbags can be carried to and from school.  No bookbags with wheels are allowed, as they do not fit in lockers.  Bookbags are to be placed in lockers prior to 8:25 am and remain there until the end of the school day.  Gym bags fall under this same policy.  Only clothes and shoes may be in the gym bag going to elective classes (during elective times).  Gym bags are not be left outside a classroom door during the day.  Cell phones should not be left in an unattended bookbag.
CAFETERIA

Breakfast and lunch are served in the cafeteria each day.  Only students who arrive on a late bus will be allowed to enter the cafeteria after 8:10 am.  The menu can be found on our school website and on Wake County Public School website, under Parents.  Students may start an account in the cafeteria by bringing a check to the cafeteria manager made out to North Garner Middle School Cafeteria.  The student’s name or lunch number must be written at the bottom of the check.  This money should be taken to the cafeteria early in the day, not during the lunch period.  Lunch numbers issued for paid, free, or reduced lunches are NOT transferable to another student.  If lunch is not purchased in the cafeteria, only food from home and non-carbonated drinks will be permitted in the cafeteria.
CLASSROOM OBSERVATION

We welcome Parents/Guardians to our school.  Our practice concerning classroom visitation has been established to avoid disruptions in the learning process.  Instructional time is protected from 8:25 am – 3:15 pm.  For visitation during the day, we ask that you contact the teacher(s) with your request indicating when you wish to visit and the classroom(s).  Once you have an appointment, please enter at the front of the building, stop in the main office to sign in, and get a visitor’s badge.  Enter the classroom before the bell rings to begin class and remain the entire class period.  Have no interaction with the teacher or students in the classroom.  Any conferences must be scheduled separately.
DRESS CODE

Students are expected to adhere to standards of dress and appearance that are compatible with an effective learning environment.  Presenting a bodily appearance or wearing clothing which is disruptive, provocative, revealing, profane, vulgar, offensive or obscene, or which endangers the health and safety of the student or others in prohibited (Board Policy 6410.1).  NGMS guidelines include, but are not limited to the following for boys and girls:

1. No excessively tight clothing is allowed.

2. All undergarments must be completely covered and not visible thru clothes.

3. No midriff tops.  Bottom hem of tops must cover the top of the pants/skirt.

4. All pants must be worn above the hips at all times.  No pants should have any exposed skin showing.  No pajama pants are allowed.  

5. The bottom hem of all dresses, skirts, splits in dresses or skirts, and shorts must reach below the student’s middle finger when arms are held relaxed, straight down at sides.  Leggings are appropriate only under the correct length skirts or shorts.  Students must change from gym clothes after gym class, even after 7th period.

6. No spaghetti straps, one-strap shirts, strapless shirts, tank tops, halter-tops, or transparent blouses allowed.  These items cannot be visible under other shirts/jackets.  Shirts/tops will not expose cleavage.  Shoulders must be covered at all times. 

7. Shoes must be worn at all times.  No bedroom slippers will be worn at school.  No gloves may be worn during the day.

8. The display of inappropriate language, symbols, or content is prohibited.  Items that advertise or display gang related items such as, tobacco/cigarettes, alcohol, other illegal substances, or suggest drug/illegal activities shall not be worn.

9. No Mardi Gras type beads, dog collars, sunglasses, pacifiers, blinking necklaces, chains on belts/wallets, bandanas or headgear (hats, caps, do-rags, etc.) will be worn on school property.  Any adornment that might be perceived as a weapon is not allowed.  Jewelry in the shape of weapons is not allowed.  These items will be confiscated, if visible.  Emblems commonly associated with gangs are not allowed on clothing.  
10. No coats (extending pas the top of the thigh – where the leg bends) will be worn during the school day.  These coats are to be placed in the locker upon arrival at school each day and left there until leaving school for the day.  Hoodies can be worn in classes

11. Belts must be worn in the belt loops.

12. Pants are not to be tucked into socks.  Pant legs cannot be rolled up.

13. No pants or shorts should have slits where exposed skin is visible.  

14. All clothing worn during physical education class must also meet all requirements of the school dress code.  
15. Other items which may disrupt the education environment are not allowed (administrative decision).  Students will have the opportunity to correct the violation.  If students cannot correct the violation then student will be allowed to call home to request a change of clothes.  If a change of clothes is not possible, student will be placed in ISS.  Repeated violations may result in further disciplinary consequences.  

FIELD TRIPS

Field trips are considered an extension of the classroom.  Teachers and staff plan these as instructional strategies.  Students are expected to adhere to all school rules while participating on a field trip.  If a student has established a pattern of behavior that is not conducive to his/her participation on a trip, the teacher(s) may recommend that she/he not attend. If the administration approves, the teacher(s) will communicate the decision to the parent.
FIRE AND DISASTER EVACUATION

Emergency procedures for fire and severe with situations are explained to students at the beginning of the school year.  Drills are held throughout the year.  Directions and evacuation maps for fires and disaster drills are posted in each classroom.  Please follow these directions throughout the school year.  Always remember to keep calm, avoid talking and move at a rapid, but safe, pace.
HALL TRAFFIC

Students should be in the halls only at the beginning and close of school and while moving from class to class unless they have permission or special duties that require them to be in the hall.  Students are asked to be courteous at all times and to keep to the rights when moving in the halls.  Running shouting, and playing in the halls are never permitted
ID CARDS

ID cards will be made at the beginning of the school year.  If you are absent when school pictures are taken; then you will not receive an ID card.
LOCKERS

Lockers will be issued to each student.  Students are responsible for keeping their lockers clean, free from damage, and securely locked at all times.  Only school locks will be allowed.  Replacement locks will be $5.  For security reasons, students should not share lockers or exchange locks and combinations.  Valuables and money should not be kept in unsecured lockers.  The school is not responsible for such items left in lockers.  A student’s school locker is the property of the school.  School officials may search the locker, with or without the student’s knowledge or consent.  Personal locks should be placed on the gym lockers during PE class to prevent theft.
MEDIA CENTER

Students must have a hall pass to visit the media center during the school day unless accompanied by a teacher.  Students are not allowed to play games on the computers in the media center.
PERSONAL DATA

It is important that each student’s personal data forms are kept up to date at all times.  The school needs to know any changes in address, phone number, parents’ place of employment, custody arrangements, and emergency contact numbers.  If any of this data changes, please immediately call (919) 662-2434.
SEVERE/INCLEMENT WEATHER

Students will report to designated areas before and after school.  In case of severe or inclement weather, announcements about school closings are made on Raleigh’s main radio and TV stations.  If school has been closed, any suspension days will be carried forward to the days when school is back in session.  Make up days for year round schools are held on Saturdays.
TELEPHONE
Telephones are for school business.  Parents and students should make necessary arrangements prior to the school day regarding travel and needed school materials or athletic gear.  Parent/Guardians who need to leave an urgent message should call (919) 662-2434 ext. 21401 prior to 1:00 pm to ensure delivery of the message.  Students will not be called out of class to answer the telephone.  Students who need to use the phone must have a pass from the teacher and will be asked the nature of the call.  Calling for forgotten items should be done from the classroom.  Student phone calls should be limited to 1-2 minutes.
VISITORS
Parents and visitors are asked to enter the campus through the main front doors.  Report to the main office to sign in and receive a visitor’s badge.  Students are not to invite friends or relatives to attend school with them.  There is no solicitation allowed at NGMS.  Please check out in the main office when finished with your visit.
ATTENDANCE
Regular school attendance is the key to achievement and success.  School attendance is governed by the compulsory attendance law and school board policy.
SCHOOL DAY
Classes will begin at 8:30 am and end at 3:15 pm.  Students arriving in their classes after the 8:30 am bell will considered tardy.
CREDIT FOR ATTENDANCE
To be counted present, a student must be in attendance 51% of the school day (arrive by 8:30 or leave no earlier than 12:00 pm).  With prior approval from the principal, a student will be considered present if she/he is at an official school activity at a place other than the school.
TARDY POLICY
A student is considered tardy when she/he is not inside the classroom when the tardy bell starts to ring (8:30 am for 1st period).  The office does not issue tardy slips to any classes.  If a teacher detains a student, the student should request a note (before leaving class) to go to the next class.  Tardiness to class will have the following penalties (per grading period):
1st – Warning

2nd – Parent Contact

3rd – Lunch Detention

4th – In-Class Suspension (ICS)

5th – In-School Suspension (ISS)

CHECKING IN LATE

Students arriving to school after 8:30 am are to report to the office with a note from a parent.  Students will sign in on the computer in the main office.  Notes will be coded excused or unexcused by the secretary.  All students checking in late without a valid excused note will be subject to the tardy policy and disciplinary consequences.
CHECKING OUT OF SCHOOL EARLY

Students leaving school before 3:15 pm for a medical/dental appointment or some other reason must have a parent report to the main office to check the student out on the computer.  In order to check a student out, she/he must be on the list of student contacts and an ID card or Driver’s License must be shown.  If returning the same day, the student must report back to the office to sign back in on the computer upon return.  Because of the office activity, students will not be allowed to check out after 2:45 pm.  If a student has an appointment that requires leaving after that time, please come early to pick up your child.  
EXCUSED ABSENCES (BOARD POLICY 6110.1)

· Illness or an injury which makes the student physically unable to attend school.

· Isolation ordered by the Department of Health.

· Death in the immediate family.

· Emergency medical or dental appointment or such an appointment that has been approved in advance by the student’s administrator.
· Court when a child is under subpoena.

· Religious observance that is suggested by the religion of the parents.

· Participation in a valid educational opportunity such as travel.  Prior approval must be documented on the “Request for Excused Absence for Religious or Educational Reasons” form, available in the Attendance Office.
Absences not classified in the “excused absences” list will be coded as unexcused.

WHAT TO DO AFTER BEING ABSENT
Report to the main office between 8:00 – 8:25 am to obtain an admit slip.  Students are to present a written note from the Parent/Guardian indicating the date(s) of the absence, Parent/Guardian signature and a phone number where she/he can be contacted.  Students are responsible for obtaining a teacher signature for each class period covered by the admit slip.  Admit slips are to be left with the last period teacher.  The secretary will determine whether the absence is excused or unexcused.  After an absence of three or more days, a doctor’s note must be attached to the parent note when the child returns to school.  If a student forgets to bring in an absence note, she/he will be given a temporary unexcused admit slip.  She/he will have the opportunity to bring the absence note the following day.  The second day following the last absence, the absence will be coded as unexcused if a note is not on file.

PARENTAL NOTIFICATION OF ABSENCES

The School Messenger system will call the home each day with a recorded message about the child’s absence from school.  Parents/Guardians will be sent a computer-generated letter when a student has reached 10, 15, and 20 days of excused or unexcused absences.  Teachers and counselors may also contact parents in regards to absences on a need basis.

GRADES AND SPORTS

Students (7th and 8th grade only) wishing to participate in sports must have passed five subjects overall in the previous semester.  Students may not have more than five unexcused absences during the previous semester or five unexcused absences during the semester of participation.  Students must have a completed physical form and meet all eligibility requirements before they can try out for a sport.  Coaches of each sport may expect the student to meet additional requirements during the season of participation.  Behavioral expectations are a part of eligibility and/or participation.  All uniforms are the property of the school and must be returned at the end of the season.

HOMEWORK POLICY

In accordance with Board Policy 5510, teachers at North Garner Middle School assign homework on an as needed basis.  Homework does not have to be a nightly occurrence in every class, but rather is used to reinforce the skills being taught in the classroom.  Teachers should use a variety of means to assess and expand student knowledge of subject matter.  Because homework is a means to reinforce and expand upon what is being learned in class, homework will not account for more than 10% of the student’s grade for the grading period.
INSTRUCTIONAL DAY

· Consumption of food, candy, gum and drinks is not permitted during the school day.
· Selling/fundraising is not permitted during the school day.

· Items that distract or disturb the instructional program are not to be brought to school or they will confiscated and turned into the main office.  Parents will be required to pick them up.  Some items that fall into this category include, but are not limited to:  iPod, cell phones, MP# players, CD players, Gameboy, laser light, trading cards, hat, and camera.  We will provide as much security as possible, but we are not responsible for any lost or misplaced confiscated items.  

· Cell phone are allowed only if they are TURNED OFF (not on vibrate or silent and not visible during the school day.

· Balloons, flowers, stuffed animals, cards, etc., will not be allowed at school.  Balloons and flowers are not allowed on the buses.

INTEGRITY

Any student who engages in or attempts to engage in cheating plagiarism, falsification, and/or violation of computer access shall be subject to disciplinary action.  Parents and the administration will be notified and a record made of any action taken.  The administration reserves the right to investigate the circumstances of integrity violations and to take appropriate additional disciplinary action.  

MAKEUP WORK

The student is responsible for securing makeup work for any absence.  Work assigned by the teacher prior to the absence including tests assigned for the day of the return are due upon the student’s return to school.  If the work is not assigned in advance, for absences of one to three days, the student will have one day for each day absent.  For absences exceeding three days, the student may have two days for each day absent to make up the assigned work.  The makeup work may be specific material missed by the student, reinforcement, or enrichment.  Make up for absences completed according to policy will receive full credit earned.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The physical education program is dedicated to improving the health, fitness and skill level of all students.  Instruction is also provided in personal health, safety, first aid, and nutrition.  Any time a student needs to be excused from participating due to illness or injury, she/he must have a note from the Parent/Guardian.  Notes from home excuse the student for one day at a time.  For extended illness/injury, a doctor’s note is required stating the length of time to be excused.  Students must wear white or grey shirts, blue or black shorts and tennis shoes for PE.  Lockers are available for use in the gym.  Students must supply their own locks for gym.  When in PE all students should lock up all personal belongings in their locker.

REPORT CARDS AND INTERIM REPORTS
Interim reports will be issued every 3 and 6 weeks through each grading period.  At the end of each grading period, a report card is issued to all students.

TEXTBOOKS, LIBRARY BOOKS, AND EQUIPMENT

Textbooks are used by most of the teachers at NGMS.  Textbooks are not the same as the curriculum.  It is the curriculum that drives the student’s course work.  We consider textbooks to be instructional tools.  Some teachers may choose not to issue textbooks.  If this decision is make, please know that students can be successful without them.  When textbooks are loaned to students, it becomes the student’s responsibility to keep them well maintained.  NGMS purchases textbooks to be used for five years.  Students who damage, lose, or misplace textbooks will be required to pay for them.  Each student is responsible for library books and additional instructional equipment.  In the vent of loss or damaged to any school property, charges will be assessed.

ACCIDENTS

Any student who is injured in an accident or in any other way during the school day or at school-sponsored activities should notify a teacher or a coach immediately.  An accident form will be completed and filed in the office.

ASSEMBLIES

Assembly programs may occur regularly for information, recognition, and cultural arts presentations.

BULLYING/HARRASSMENT

School board policy (6414) prohibits harassment and bullying behavior at all levels.  The Wake County Board of Education places a priority on providing every student and employee with a safe and orderly learning and working environment.  The principal or designee shall promptly and thoroughly investigate all complaints of harassment and bullying.  Violations of this policy shall be considered misconduct and result in disciplinary action up to and including long-term suspension or expulsion.

There is no room for bullying in Wake County.  We’re building a safe, supportive school climate for all of our students.

Bullying can include behaviors such as:

· physical violence and attacks 

· extortion and theft 

· taunts, name-calling and put-downs 

· peer group exclusion 

· threats and intimidation 

· cyber bullying 

Any student that believes he or she has been harassed or bullied should report it immediately to a teacher, counselor or school administrator.  Any school employee made aware of bullying shall report it to the principal.

How can you help if your child is being bullied

· Be supportive. 

· Listen, get the facts, and assess your child's feelings. 

· Let your child know that it's not his or her fault. 

· Praise your child for discussing the bullying. 

· Find out what your child feels he or she needs to feel safe. 

· Communicate with your school. 

· Let them know who, what, when and where. 

· Let school officials contact the other child's parents. 

· Talk regularly with your child and school to assess whether the bullying has stopped. 

· Encourage and support your child in making friends. 

CLUBS
We encourage students and staff members to organize special interest clubs to meet outside of the normal school hours.  Clubs may be formed throughout the year.  A faculty sponsor is required for any student organization.
DANCES

Age appropriate dances may be scheduled for NGMS students only.  The purpose is to encourage socialization in a fun and safe environment.  Participation will be limited to students who have demonstrated acceptable behavior.  Students assigned OSS will be prohibited from attending the next scheduled dance.  The last dance of the year is for eighth grade North Garner Middle School students only.  Parents and staff are encouraged to serve as chaperones or help with concessions for all dances.  WCPSS dress code applies for all events.  Inappropriate behavior may result in disciplinary consequences.
ELECTRONIC DEVICES AND CELL PHONES

Electronic devices, such as cell phones, cameras, MP3 players, iPods, etc, are allowed at North Garner Middle School.  However, because of the potential for disruption, inappropriate material, threats, cheating, and invasion of privacy, all electronic devices are subject to the following rules:
· Students may carry electronic devices to and from school and to school sponsored activities.

· Students may use their electronic devices before and after school as long as they do not create a distraction or a disruption.  Use of these devices at any other time during the school day is prohibited.

· All such items should be turned completely off and kept out of sight.

· Cell phone usage is not allowed unless an emergency situation, as defined by the school staff, exists.

· The use of cameras or camera phones is strictly forbidden in private areas, such as locker room, dressing areas, or restroom at any time. 

Disciplinary Action:
· It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that their electronic devices are turned off and out of sight during school hours, unless under direct instruction from the teacher.

· Students who violate the above restrictions are subject to disciplinary action, including confiscation of the electronic device and/or suspension from school  As a general rule, the following actions will be taken:

· 1st Violation – electronic device will be confiscated, then returned only to the parent.

· 2nd Violation and all Subsequent Violation – confiscation of the device, then returned to parent and further discipline consequence.
Theft of Electronic Devices

· NGMS will not be responsible for electronic devices that may become lost or stolen while at school or at school sponsored activities.
· Parents/guardians are advised that the best way to get in touch with their child during the school day is to call the school office, (919) 662-2434 ext. 21401
HALL PASSES

Students are to have the agenda with the hall pass page filled out in ink, if out of the classroom while class is in session.
LOST AND FOUND

Students are advised to mark plainly all articles of clothing and equipment with their names.  Students who find items or books are expected to turn them in to the main office.  Students should not bring valuable items to school and should not leave personal items unattended.  Large sums of money should not be brought to school.

MEDICATION

If medication is necessary for a student’s well-being and ability to function in school and cannot be scheduled outside the school day, school officials may administer the medication if one of the two following criteria is met:

1. The Parent Request and Physician Order for Medication form (1720) is completed and in the possession of school officials.  OR

2. Parents send a note requesting the school to administer prescribed medicine during the last days of an acute illness.  In this case, the pharmacist or physician’s label on the bottle will be sufficient.

Only parents are to transport the medication to school.  If this presents an undue hardship, the parent must make alternative arrangements approved by the principal.  Parents should retrieve discontinued or remaining medicines within two weeks.  Designated personnel will properly dispose of medicines after this time.  The school keeps accurate records and will properly medicate children, but students can help by coming to the office at the appropriate time.  School staff will not give non-prescription (including aspirin and cough drops) to any student unless prescribed by a physician with Form 1702 on file in the office.

BUS

Bus riders are to report to breakfast or report to the auditorium until 8:15.  The following rules must be observed by all students riding buses.  Failure to follow the rules may result in being suspended from the bus.  Buses (and bus stops) are an extension of the school day.  All school rules as well as bus regulations apply.  

1. Stay seated at all times.

2. Keep arms and head inside windows.

3. Unnecessary conversation with the driver is dangerous.  Please remain quiet.

4. Absolute silence is required at all railroad crossings.

5. The driver will assign you a seat to preserve and maintain order.

6. Food, drinks, candy, gum and/or tobacco are not allowed on the bus.

7. Walk 10 feet in front of the bus when crossing the roadway.  Wait for the driver’s signal before crossing

8. Students must be on time.  The bus will not wait for those who are tardy.  Students who miss the bus will receive an unexcused tardy or absence.  

9. Large projects, poster boards, and pets are not to be transported on the bus.

10. Questions concerning bus routes or transportation problems should be directed to the Southeast High School Transportation Office at (919) 856-2828.
CARPOOL
Students who arrive by carpool must report to the auditorium before 8:15 am unless they are eating breakfast in the cafeteria.  Parents are to only use the carpool lane for picking up and dropping off students.  Parents should not drop students off in teachers’ parking lot, bus parking lot, or along Powell Dr.  
WALKERS

Students who walk to school must report to the auditorium before 8:15 am unless they are eating breakfast in the cafeteria.  Unless staying for a supervised activity, walkers are to leave campus immediately at the end of the school day.
AFTER SCHOOL

Students should be picked up by 3:30 pm unless they are staying for an after school activity.  Students are not to stand out on the street.  Anyone who has not been picked up by 3:45 pm will be brought inside to wait for a parent.  A student who is left after school without transportation may receive a letter from the school regarding the reason the child was left without proper arrangements for the child’s transportation.
· Students remaining with a teacher after school are to be picked up promptly in front of the school.  All athletes are to wait with their coach for their rides following practice.

· Students staying to attend ballgames should report to the cafeteria from 3:20 pm to 3:45 pm.  Teachers will be present to supervise students as they sit quietly and socialize or work on assignments before they are release to attend the ballgame.  Students are expected to be in the cafeteria during this entire time.  Students who leave the school campus can be held liable for their behavior off-campus.  Students who stay with a teacher must remain with that teacher during the entire after school activity unless given permission to leave by the teacher.  Remaining on campus unsupervised is unsafe and will be considered trespassing.  Student who are late being picked up from after school events may not be eligible to attend future after school activities.  Inappropriate behavior may result in students not being allowed to stay for after school activities. 

CODE OF CONDUCT
The faculty and staff of North Garner Middle School are committed to helping each student become an effective and successful member of our community.  This goal requires a cooperative effort from the staff, students, parents, and community.  Our code of conduct defines the operating principles that govern the behavior of everyone in our school:  students, teachers, and staff. · Treat everyone with courtesy and respect.

· Act responsibly and accept consequences for their actions.

Level 1 Offenses may result in the following consequences:  conference, parental contact, lunch detention, In Class Suspension (ICS), In School Suspension (ISS), Alternative Learning Center (ALC) and Out of School Suspensions (OSS).

LUNCH DETENTION

Lunch detention will be for the lunch period in the designated area.  Students will write statements on proper behavior expectations while eating lunch.  Students may bring a lunch from home or they will be provided lunch from the cafeteria at the regular price for that student.  No snacks may be purchase.
IN CLASS AND IN SCHOOL SUSPENSIONS

Students who are assigned ICS or ISS will have their assignments sent to them.  Students are to complete their assignments or be subject to the next consequence level.
WAKE COUNTY BOARD POLICIES

All students are responsible for complying with and are expected to be familiar with the WCPSS Code of Student Conduct and school board policies governing student behavior and conduct.  All Code of Student Conduct policies are contained in the WCPSS Student/Parent Handbook, which is distributed to all students and parents at the beginning of each school year or upon enrollment in the WCPSS.  If there is a conflict between the rules expressed in this handbook/agenda/planner and the Code of Student Conduct policies, the WCPSS Code of Student Conduct policies shall take precedence.
