Volunteer Reactivation and Registration 2" Reminder

I would like to remind continuing volunteers, approved during the 2018-2019 school year, to reactivate your
status as a volunteer no later than 4:00 p.m. on November 15, 2019. Volunteers may go to any WCPSS site and
register through the WCPSS internet site (www.wcpss.net) and clicking on the Community Tab and then
Volunteer Registration. After November 15, 2019, individuals previously approved may not volunteer without a
new criminal record check. To avoid unnecessary costs to the school system, please remember to reactivate
early in the school year — and no later than November 15, 20109.

New volunteer applicants for the 2019-2020 school year must register and have an approved criminal record
check prior to engaging in volunteer work. Volunteers may go to any WCPSS site and register through the
WCPSS internet site (www.wcpss.net) and clicking on the Community Tab and then Volunteer Registration.

Checking Students Out Early

one up at the main office. To ensure a safe and smooth carpool dismissal, please adhere to the following carpool
dismissal procedures:

Hang carpool tag on rearview mirror.

Follow the carpool line.

Please do not park and walk up to check your child out of carpool.

Pull up to a designated loading zone.

Students will be loaded by an adult or safety patrol.

If you do not have a carpool tag, you will be asked to sign your child out in the office.
Please refrain from using your cell phone while in the carpool line
