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Important Information

School Hours: Our school hours are 9:15 am — 3:45 pm. Students may be dropped off as
early as 8:45 am (first bell). The second bell rings at 9:10 followed by the tardy bell at
9:15. The instructional day begins promptly at 9:15 am. After 9:15, parents must sign
their child in at the office.

Carpool Morning Arrival: During arrival time (8:45-9:10), please follow the carpool
line to the designated unloading zones in front of the building. When you reach the
unloading zone, a staff member or safety patrol will open your car door to welcome you
and let your child out. For the safety of all students and parents, please do not park and
walk your child to the building. Also, please refrain from using your cell phone while in
the carpool line.

Carpool Afternoon Dismissal: Carpool tags must be displayed on your rearview mirror
for pick-up. You may pick up a carpool tag during “Meet-the-Teacher” Day or at the
main office at other times. We are assigning new carpool tags for the 2018-2019 school
year. Old carpool tags need to be discarded. To ensure a safe and smooth carpool
dismissal, please adhere to the following carpool dismissal procedures:

Hang carpool tag on rearview mirror.

Follow the carpool line.

Do not park and walk up to check your child out of carpool.

Pull up to a designated loading zone.

Students will be loaded by an adult or safety patrol.

If you do not have a carpool tag, you will be asked to sign your child out
at the main office.

If you forget to send a note and need
your child’s transportation changed, please call the school office before 1:00 pm.

e Checking Students Out Early: If you need to check your child out early for an
appointment, please do so before 3:15 pm. The end of the day is a very busy time for us,
so we would like to take care of early check-outs before 3:15 pm.

e Tuesday Take-Home Folder: Tuesday is the day when you will receive your child’s
work folder from school. Be sure to check book bags on Tuesdays for your child’s
school work and any teacher/school communication.
