4. Letters of recommendation (at least one, but no more than three) from college advisor, academic 

instructor, immediate supervisor, religious leader, coach, or other adult (that is not related to you) 
that can personally attest to your character and leadership qualities.  Letters should be signed and no 
more than one page in length.  

 
5. One page essay on either topic: “Why I Want to Study in the Field of [.........]” or “The Contributions 

I Want to make to the Field of [........].” Substitute your (proposed) college major in the [.......] blank.  
The essay should not be more than one page in length. (Times New Roman 12-point font with 1”
