GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS -- Britain: A wild white stork chick has hatched in West Sussex to parents that
were bred in captivity and then released as part of a 100-bird rewilding project. This is Britain’s first wild white
stork hatching in centuries. White storks are monogamous creatures that have long symbolized fertility, and
European folklore depicts storks delivering babies to human families. After monitoring the nest for more than a
month, researchers spotted the mated pair casting away eggshells and regurgitating food for their offspring.
