Nominations may be made by current and former Broughton students, parents, faculty and staff, or
individuals may self-nominate.

The Jenrette and Jewell Teaching Excellence Awards are based on the following areas of outstanding leadership
in the classroom and school community:

e Knowledge: The recipient shall have a thorough knowledge of his or her subject and related general
information.

e Presentation: The recipient shall present content in an interesting manner, using a variety of
instructional approaches that stimulate students’ desires to learn.
