GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Europe: UNESCO has designated a 4,876-square-mile area around the Mura, Drava, and
Danube rivers the first biosphere reserve to span five countries. Austria, Croatia, Hungary, Serbia, and Slovenia have been
campaigning for recognition of a biosphere reserve - dubbed the “Amazon of Europe” - for years. Europe has degraded up to
90% of its flood plains, according to river experts at the World Wildlife Fund.
