GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Guinea: The World Health Organization [WHO] has declared an end to Guinea’s second Ebola
outbreak since 2014 following a rapid response from local and international health authorities. Officials say they relied on
lessons learned from past outbreaks in the region, including the 2014-16 West Africa Ebola epidemic, which began in Guinea
and spread to other countries.
