GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Brazil: The Federal Public Ministry and the Conservation Strategy Fund [CSF-Brazil] have
launched a gold mining impacts calculator to combat illegal mining in the Brazilian Amazon. Brazil has exported $11 billion of
gold since 2019, with an estimated 35% coming from illicit sources.Officials expect the calculator will make it easier to prosecute
illegal mining, and stress the importance of examining the supply chain and holding those in power accountable.
