GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Harbor porpoises have made a comeback after the banning of gill netting in key coastal
communities of California, new research shows. Gill nets are a cheap and effective way for commercial fishers to catch loads
of sea bass and halibut by the gills, but they also wreak havoc on other species sea otters, some sea birds and the lesser
known harbor porpoise.
