GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - World: At the One Planet summit in Paris January 11, French President Emmanuel Macron 
announced that more than 50 countries have promised to protect 30% of the planet by 2030. ​A United Nations report from 
2019 shows that human activities have put more than 1 million plant and animal species at risk of extinction, and coordinators 
of the latest pledge say the goal is necessary to avoid a mass extinction event. Although the collective pledge has been met with 
skepticism from some climate activists, others see it as an opportunity to set an aggressive agenda at the U.N.’s upcoming 
biodiversity conference in Kunming, China.

ACT On-Campus for Juniors 
The ACT is scheduled on-campus for all 11th graders on Tuesday, February 23. All 11th Grade students must go to ​my.act.org​ to 
create their MyACT account prior to test day. Once the account is created, students will need to login to complete their profile and 
demographic information. Students do NOT need to register for the February 23 test. Students are already registered for the test, 
but they still need to create their own MyACT account so that they can receive their scores electronically. Once students create their 
login and they sign into the MyACT site, they should click their name at the top right corner of the screen and complete the “About 
Me” section to complete their test profile. More details about test day and directions for students will be shared closer to test day.
