GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - French Polynesia: Some pearl producers in French Polynesia are employing more sustainable
practices, helping safeguard the islands’ resources and serving as a role model for other farms. Islands like those of French
Polynesia are highly vulnerable to rising sea levels, and quality pearl farming relies on healthy oceans, scientists say. The pearl
industry is the second-largest economic driver of French Polynesia, after tourism, and small businesses such as Kamoka Pearl
Farm are pioneering environmentally friendly methods. Instead of power-washing algae off oysters, which sprays debris into the
ocean, Kamoka lets the lagoon’s native fish clean its mollusks. AS a result, fish populations around the island are thriving.

STUDENT ANNOUNCEMENTS [JUNIORS & SENIORS]

Juniors. Broughton has been asked to nominate current juniors as Wofford Scholars. Qualified candidates are eligible to compete
for scholarships ranging from $15,000 per year up to a full scholarship. The deadline for nominations is June 15, 2021.* Any
nominations submitted after June 15 will be considered on a case-by-case basis. The criteria for nomination are as follows:

e  Students must rank in the top 10% of the class. (If your school does not rank, you may be asked to send transcripts)

e  Students must have achieved a minimum score of 1300 (critical reading and math combined) on the SAT or 28 composite
on the ACT.

e  Students must, in your opinion, demonstrate qualities of scholarship, leadership, and potential for success. Students
should also have an interest in attending Wofford College.

e  All students who are nominated for this program must apply by either our Early Decision or Early Action deadline.

Nominees are screened by the Wofford Scholars Selection Committee. Students who meet the criteria, will be invited
to participate in Wofford Scholars Day in November. This program includes interviews for the students and various
information sessions for nominees and their parents. If interested in being considered for nomination, email Mr.
