GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Ireland: Feminist organizer Eileen Flynn has become the Republic of Ireland’s first Traveller 
senator. ​There were about 30,000 Travellers, a formally recognized Indigenous ethnic minority, living in Ireland during the 2016 
census. Travellers face many forms of discrimination, including barriers to education, derogatory language, and being denied 
service at shops and hotels. Ms. Flynn made headlines in 2008 when she and her sister became the first Travellers from their 
neighborhood to pursue high education. She narrowly missed out on an elected Seanad seat earlier last year, but landed one of 
11 appointed seats in the new coalition government.

SUMMER OPPORTUNITIES  
 

The Wilson College of Textiles at NC State University is hosting their 2021 
Summer Textile Exploration Program virtually. They are elated at the ability to 
reach more students through this virtual platform. Check out ​this document​ to 
learn a bit more about STEP and if the program may be a good fit for you to 
attend.

Current 9th-12th graders may want to check out a Summer Internship on Engineering Biology @ NC State University. The 
program and its sponsor strongly encourages application from groups that are underrepresented in the STEM and 
Bioengineering Disciplines  as defined by the NSF [African-Americans, LatinX, Native Americans, Alaskan Natives, Native 
Hawaiians, and other Pacific Islanders; Women and girls; Veterans enrolled in post-secondary education; and Persons with 
disabilities]. Stipends provided [$2800 for high school students. The internship is tentatively scheduled June 20-July 31. 
Selection and interviews will necessarily occur well in advance of knowing whether the internship can be done in person @ 
NCSU. Applicants are expected to commit to fully participating for the entire duration of the program. High school students 
apply at ​https://forms.gle/pWiYhdnok61PaeNMA​.
