GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Ecuador: A local judge has ruled that Furukawa Plantaciones C.A. violated the rights of 123
ex-laborers who went before the court in January, marking the first time the government has recognized modern-day slavery
in agriculture. In an oral ruling, the judge declared the workers had suffered racial discrimination and were victims of servitude
- a form of modern-day slavery - at the Japanese-ovned abaca tree plantation. Many are hailing the decision as a legal
milestone for the hundreds of Afro-Ecuadorian families who have lived in slavelike conditions since Furukawa was established
in 1963.

Students registered to take the test should report by 7:45 am with
an Admission Ticket, acceptable photo id, two No. 2 pencils and a soft eraser [No PENS or MECHANICAL PENCILS], acceptable
calculator, and a snack. Your photo ID must be a physical valid [unexpired], original, government- or school- issued, and bear
your full legal name. The name on your ID must exactly match the name on your Admission Ticket. Health screenings will be
conducted outside prior to entry so plan for inclement weather if needed.
