GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - Argentina: Congress gave final approval for a law reserving 1% of the nation’s public sector
jobs for transgender people, a move advocates say could be transformative. A community accustomed to discrimination and
violence, trans people had a life expectancy in Argentina of just 32 years, and only 95 had formal jobs, according to a 2017 study
by the Buenos Aires government.
