GLOBAL POINTS OF PROGRESS - New Zealand: New Zealand’s Department of Conservation has helped the wild population of black stilts - or
kaki, in the Maori language - grow by 30% over the past year. The kaki is a critically endangered wading bird that used to be common across
the North and South islands of New Zealand. There are 169 adult birds known to live in the wild. The success of the Kaki Recovery Programme
has made conservationists hopeful that they can save one of the world’s rarest birds.
