• Students will be walked to the check-in spot for walkers for the first few 

weeks of school to practice the dismissal procedure.​

• Students can be dropped off and picked up at the map in front of the school.​

• If you want your child to be a walker, you can complete an 

application tonight

• Approved walkers will receive walker tags for the student(s) and 
their parent(s)/caretaker(s) at Meet the Teacher.
