Your screen now moves to the “Live
Results” tab.

Students should launch Socrative on their
device.

Students should login simply with the
room number at the top of the screen.

You would then verbally ask students

true or false?” Students would enter their
response into their own device. You'll see
the results update live as students enter
their choice.
