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Jeffreys Grove Boosterthon (FunRun) 2019
What is the FunRun?
The FunRun is a fundraiser for the school.  The kids solicit money from family and friends per lap or a 
flat donation.  This is all done via email and using the Boosterthon online system.  On the last day, the 
kids take part in the FunRun and run laps around the track.  

Why is it called “Boosterthon” and what’s the difference between Boosterthon and Fun Run?
Booster is the company that organizes and implements our Fun Run. Their program is called 
Boosterthon so we use “Boosterthon” and “Fun Run” interchangeably. 

Where does it take place?
It all takes place at and during school.

What do I need to do as a parent?
● Help your child login to FunRun.com.
● Help your child send requests for donations.
● If you are able, please make a donation. 
● Consider volunteering. 

What will  funds be used for?
● Books for the Media Center. 
● AV equipment in the Gym (drop mics on stage, new mixer, new bulbless projector, an 

additional speaker, etc.) More details will be provided once it has been established the PTA can 
fund the project. 

● If we make more than we need to fund the above two projects, we will look into a shade cover 
for the outdoor classroom area. 

Who receives a Fun Run shirt and how do I get one for my child?
Every student receives a free Fun Run shirt; shirts are paid for by Business Sponsors. 

Prizes
Prizes will be based on class fundraising success; once a class reaches a dollar value, the whole class 
receives a prize. Prizes will include experiences.  ie Pajama Day, BoosterThon Reps playing on the 
playground, Lunch with the BoosterThon Reps in the classroom, etc.
