 Dance Choreography Solo and ensemble works of all dance styles are accepted. 

 Film Production 
Write, film, edit and produce a short film.  Accepted styles: Animation, 
narrative, documentary, experimental or media presentation. 

 Literature 
Fiction and nonfiction, including prose, poetry, reflective essays, screen 
play or play script, narrative and short story. 

 Photography A single print/digital image. 

 Music Composition 
All music styles and combinations of instrumentation are accepted. 
Entrant must be the composer and may also be the performer, or one of 
the performers. 

 Visual Arts 

Works of both fine and design arts are accepted, including but not 
limited to: architectural drawing and models, ceramics, collage, 
computer generated images and graphics, crafts, drawing, fashion 
clothes and jewelry, fiber work, mixed media, painting, printmaking and 
sculpture.
