(Trustworthy, Eager to learn,
Compassionate, Hardworking) friendly
habits.

e Come to school ready to learn.

o Actively engage with daily lessons.

o Seek ways to grow their learning in
school and at home.

e Persevere when work is challenging.

o Seek support by asking questions.

¢ Be responsible for their Monday
Folders by taking them home on
Monday.

o Make an effort to complete assigned
homework, including reading for 20
minutes.

o Talk to their family about what they
are learning

o Follow all T.E.C.H. friendly
expectations by being Trustworthy,
Eager to learn, Compassionate, and
Hardworking.

o Ask for help when needed.

e Support their child’s learning at
home by providing a quiet space for
homework and reading and to
complete all assignments.
