CFNC.org offers help with career and college planning for all age groups from 
elementary school students to adults. The parents will learn how to investigate 
future careers, open a college savings account, plan courses that lead to college, 
explore college choices, figure out how to pay for their child’s education, and 
even complete the college applications online.

Developing Academic Vocabulary at Home Using Hands-on Activities (K-5th)
Academic Vocabulary is the language that is used to acquire new learning and 
skills. The parents will learn ways to encourage their child to develop academic 
vocabulary and activities they can use at home.

Developing Good Homework Habits
One of the most important things parents can do is to encourage their child 
to develop good study habits. The parents will learn how to develop good 
homework habits and to make it a positive learning experience.

Getting to Know the U.S.A. Educational System
The U.S.A. Educational System offers a rich field of choices and opportunities 
that may overwhelm students and parents. The parents will learn how the 
educational system is structured in the United States and ways to become 
engaged in their child’s education.

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Helping Your Child Reduce Test Stress
Test stress is something that many students struggle with. In fact, it is unusual 
to find a student who approaches a big test without a high level of anxiety. The 
parents will be provided with tips to help their child lessen test stress.

Parents will learn what Early College and Magnet Schools are, when and how to 
apply to these types of schools.

The family will be provided with strategies to help their 
child feel at ease when taking the EOGs.

Help me 
keep my image straight! Discussion with someone experienced with great social 
media usage who will share the good, bad and the ugly about posting, texting, 
tweeting and how they affect your life.

Every day, your child makes decisions based on what the kids around them say 
and do. Sometimes they make good decisions. They go along with positive peer 
pressure and make good choices, which help them become better individuals. 
The parents will learn to help their child say yes to positive peer pressure and no 
to negative peer pressure.

Tips for Successful Parent-Teacher Conferences
Parent–teacher conferences are an important component of ongoing home–
school communication and family involvement in your child’s school. Years of 
research demonstrate that family involvement in education can lead to positive 
benefits for children and youth. The parents will learn how to have a successful 
parent-teacher conference.

Are you struggling to help your child with his/her math homework? Are you 
confused by this new math?
